Unit 2 - Lesson 6 – PRACTICE  
Objective: By the end of the lesson, students will be able to:

Previous knowledge: animals, numbers from 11 to 20.
Students know: greeting, introducing, telling about animals, numbers from 11 to 20, using “There is …/ There are …” etc

Communication/ collaboration: Work together to practice and talk about animals.

	Teacher’s activities

	I. Warm up and review

	3 minutes
	· Greet Ss “Hello, class.”
· Start with a song “Walking walking”.
· Show Ss gestures and movements for song slowly.
· Encourage Ss to sing the song along and act out.
	· Greet the teacher “Hi, teacher.”
· Listen to the song.
· Sing the song and act out.

	5 minutes. Textbook, page 11
	· Review animals for Ss by using Quick eyes game
· Divide class into 2 teams and have them call out the animals appear on the screen as fast as possible.
· Give them points for the correct answers. Have ss call out all the words one more time.
· Remind the sentence pattern and have Ss make some examples.
	- Call out the words.
- Make some examples using sentence pattern.

	II. Presentation

	7 minutes
	* Activity 1: Draw and say
- Have Ss watch some videos about drawing animals as references.
- (Click on the 2 buttons below to play the videos)
- Ask Ss to draw animals that they like in the frame. After that, ask them to point to their works and say “There’s one (monkey). / There’re (two) (elephants).”
	
- Say the differences.
- Listen and circle.
- Check the answer.

	III. Practice

	5 minutes PowerPoint
	GAME: PASSING BALL
- Give Ss a ball and have them pass it around while playing a song.
- When the music stops, the student who is holding the ball has to stand up and describe his/her picture using the sentence pattern.
- Give him/her one sticker/point if the answer is correct.

	Activity 2: Trace, write the missing letters. Then match and say
· Ask Ss to look at all the pictures and say aloud. 
· Ask Ss to trace the words and match with the correct pictures.
· Invite some Ss to come to the board and do the activity.
Check the answers with the class.
	

· Look at the pictures and say the words.
· Complete the words.
Check the answers.

	5minutes PowerPoint, workbook.
	(if time permits)
Workbook:
· Have students open the workbook page 17.
· Ask them to complete the exercises.
Go around helping and eliciting the words for them.

	· Play the “Goodbye song” then have Ss sing along and act out.
Wave hands and say goodbye!

	I. Warm up and review

	3 minutes 
	· Say “Hello” to students.
· Play the song “Welcome to Bostwana”
· Encourage the students to sing and dance to the song. 
 Review: 
a. School things
· Show the students three pictures of school things and have them say aloud.
b. Numbers
· Show the students numbers from 11 to 20 and have them say aloud. 
c. Play the game: 
· Explain the rule: 
Mary is doing her homework but she can't finish them. Let's help her! 
Note: Click one the right answer
· Have the students answer the questions. 
	· Sing along and dance to the song

	5 minutes.

	 Story- telling
· Remind the students about Chobe national park to set the scene. 
· Introduce two main characters of the story: the monkey- Tom and the boy- Tony.
· Have the students look at the story and answer some questions: How many pictures are there? How many characters?  
· Note: teacher can tell the story in Vietnamese if needed.
· Have the students look at the first picture and say “Câu chuyện xảy ra tại vườn quốc gia Chobe. Một ngày nọ, chú khỉ Tom đang dạo chơi trong vườn thì vô tình nhìn thấy một chiếc hộp bút rơi trên đường. Các con nhìn xem cái gì rơi ra đây nhỉ "What is it?" (point to the eraser). "It's an eraser". Vậy có bao nhiêu cục tẩy rơi ra, chúng ta cùng đếm nhé. One! Vậy chú khỉ Tom nói gì khi nhìn thấy cục thẩy đó nhỉ. các con hãy cùng nghe nhé. (play the audio and have the student repeat twice)
· Continue to do the same with the other pictures.
Picture 2: Cùng theo dõi tiếp câu chuyện nhé. ôi chuyện gì xảy ra với cục tẩy đây nhỉ? chú khỉ Tom láu cá đã gặm mất một miếng tẩy rồi. Cùng lúc đó bạn Tony xuất hiện với một vẻ mặt vô cùng lo lắng và nói "Hey! This is my eraser." Vậy chúng mình có nên hành động như bạn khỉ Tom ko nhỉ?
Picture 3: Hãy cùng bạn Tom đi tiếp nhé, ôi lại có thêm những chiếc bút chì rơi ra khỏi hộp bút rồi. Chúng ta cùng đếm xem có bao nhiêu chiếc nhé. 
Picture 4: Chú khỉ Tom một lần nữa lại gặm những chiếc bút chì của bạn Tony. Tony đến gần và nói Hey! These are my pencils. 
Picture 5: Tom cuối cùng đã cất hết đồ dùng học tập của mình vào hộp bút và nói "These are my school things". Bạn khỉ cảm thấy rất có lỗi với hành động của mình. Vậy cô hỏi các con nhé, khi mình làm việc có lỗi với ng khác chúng ta sẽ nói gì nhỉ?

	5 minutes, student’s book, CD track 22
	Activity 1: Listen and and point
· Have the students open the student’s book page 22. Look at the activity 1. 
· Play the CD track 22 and point to the pictures. 
· Have the students do the same and repeat.

Listen to the CD and repeat

	5 minutes, student’s book, PowerPoint
	Retell the story:
· Have the students look at the pictures.
· Have them retell the story with the teacher. 
Note: Teacher can read a half and let students finish the full sentence.
	Retell the story

	2 minutes
	Reorder the story
· Have the students look at the pictures and reorder them.
· Check the answers. 
	Reorder the story

	3 minutes
	Act out the story:
- Ask two students  to take the roles of the boy and the monkey. Have the boy start by dropping his school things on the ﬂoor. 
- Play the CD. 
- Have the two students act out the roles. 
- Have the rest of the class join in with the words.
	Act out the story

	IV. Production

	5 minutes, powerpoint, student’s book 
	Explore the value of the story:
· Ask the pupils what the monkey was not doing (respecting other people’s things), 
· Show the value of the story and have the students say aloud.
· Explain the value in both English and Vietnamese. 
· Write the value on the board “Respect the other people’s thing”. 
· Show some pictures and check if the students understand the value.
· Ask the students to circle the picture that shows the girl respecting the boy’s things.

	2 minutes
	· Reminded the students about the value of story and have them talk about their behavior to express the value.
· Say stand up and gesture to the students to stand up.
